The termination under sub-paragraph (b) of this Sub-Clause shall
proceed in the manner prescribed under Sub-Clause 15.1 to

15.4 and the payment under Sub-Clause 15.4 shall be made after
having deducted the amounts due to the Employer under sub-
paragraph (a) and (c) of this Sub-Clause.
